New Grant Food Aid from Japan to Yemen

The Government of Japan exchanged Notes with the World Food Program (WFP) to extend
additional 5 million US Dollars grant aid for food assistance on 30" June, 2017. Japan has
already provided this year 13 million US Dollars grant aid for WFP. Japan’s total contribution
in 2017 for humanitarian needs in Yemen amounts to 61.75 million Dollars, which facilitated
various urgent programs implemented by UN organizations, ICRC, and Japanese NGOs.
