Japan extends 8 million USD for livelihood recovery of 200,000 Yemenis in the agricultural
field

On 31 January, 2019, the Government of Japan exchanged Notes with Food and Agriculture
Organization of the United Nations (FAQO) to extend additional 8 million USD grant aid to Yemen
in response to its food and nutrition insecurity focusing on agricultural assistance for effected
and most vulnerable Yemeni households.

This assistance of Japan through FAO is expected to be benefit to 27,000 households including
200,000 Yemenis with the provision of crucial agricultural inputs and the rehabilitation of
infrastructure such as the distribution of seeds, restocking livestock and the installation of
irrigation systems in addition to providing income opportunities through "Cash for Work"
modality by the rehabilitation work of agricultural terraces and water resources.

Japan contributes with this new assistance to achieve recovery of Yemeni people's livelihood
and their agricultural productivity which provides not only their food but also their daily income,
along with the emergency food grant aid of 12 million USD through WFP which the Government
of Japan already announced on 25 January, 2019.
